A RESOLUTION OF THE COMMUNITY DEVELOMENT COMMISSION
OF THE CITY OF ROHNERT PARK (“CDC”)
AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING AMENDMENT NO. SIX
TO THE AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN
SONOMA COUNTY ADULT AND YOUTH DEVELOPMENT (SCAYD)
AND THE CDC TO PROVIDE
HOMELESS PREVENTION SERVICES FOR HOUSEHOLDS
AT RISK OF BECOMING HOMELESS
DUE TO TEMPORARY FINANCIAL HARDSHIP

WHEREAS, CDC has adopted Ordinance No. 01 establishing a low and moderate income
housing fund,;

WHEREAS, the CDC has twenty percent (20%) tax increment set-aside funds to provide
funding for programs of the CDC;

WHEREAS, CDC is desirous of providing expanded, convenient, efficient Homeless
Prevention Services from within the jurisdiction of Rohnert Park;

WHEREAS, SCAYD has successfully provided such services for Rohnert Park families for over
twenty (20) years;

WHEREAS, CDC entered into an Agreement with SCAYD on May 13, 2003 to provide
Homeless Prevention Services to households at risk of becoming homeless (hereinafter referred to as
"Agreement");

WHEREAS, CDC entered into Amendment No. 1 to the Agreement with SCAYD on July 13,
2004, extending the initial term of the Agreement to June 30, 2005;

WHEREAS, the CDC has approved four (4) subsequent amendments, most recently
Amendment No. Five on June 12, 2007;

WHEREAS, SCAYD is desirous of continuing to work on behalf of the CDC and the City of
Rohnert Park to provide a Rohnert Park Homeless Prevention Services Program offering grants for low-
income families and individuals at risk of becoming homeless due to temporary financial difficulties;
financial management advice; counseling and landlord/tenant advocacy or help locating alternative
housing;

WHEREAS, all recipients of assistance meet federal income eligibility requirements as
determined by HUD, establishing their income level as low, very low and extremely low;

WHEREAS, SCAYD has been, and continues to be, very involved with other City and
Countywide efforts to assist with homelessness such as the Sonoma County 10-Year Plan for
Homelessness Prevention, the 2007 Countywide homeless count in Rohnert Park, and the NOAH Group
(Neighbors Organized Against Hunger). SCAYD continues to process claims for rental assistance at the
Sonoma Grove Trailer Park at no additional administrative/staff fee to the City;



WHEREAS, SCAYD in its Program management capacity, has worked closely with City staff
to secure additional outside funding to support and expand the program, obtaining funding from other
sources, such as HCA, the Community Foundation of Sonoma County, and Sonoma County’s CDBG
allocations, to help supplement funding for at risk family’s needs;

WHEREAS, funding through the Community Action Partnership’s HCA fund, which funds
approximately one-third of all Rohnert Park applications, has been significantly reduced in FY 2008/09;

WHEREAS, the number of households and persons assisted through the Program continues to
increase with continued community outreach and networking;

WHEREAS, SCAYD has requested a 5.8% increase in funding for the 2008/09 fiscal year for a
total of $137,500 in funding to provide assistance to a larger number of qualified applicants and to
provide for increased staff time and operating expenses;

WHEREAS, the downturn in homebuilding activity, falling home prices, a rising inventory of
homes, and property reassessments have adversely impacted the Low and Moderate Housing Fund and
the capacity of the CDC to fund housing related programs and homeless prevention services;

WHEREAS, the capacity to fund these programs will become especially problematic should the
State opt to take Redevelopment Funds to balance the State budget;

WHEREAS, the CDC is desirous of continuing to work through SCAYD to provide a Rohnert
Park Homeless Prevention Services Program; and

WHEREAS, in consideration of the aforementioned budget constraints, the CDC has
determined to fund the Rohnert Park Homeless Prevention Program in the amount of $130,000.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Community Development Commission of
the City of Rohnert Park that the Executive Director is authorized to execute Amendment No. 6 to the
Agreement in substantially the same form as attached to this resolution.

AMENDMENT NO. SIX
TO THE
AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN
SONOMA COUNTY ADULT AND YOUTH DEVELOPMENT (SCAYD)
AND THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
OF THE CITY OF ROHNERT PARK
TO PROVIDE HOMELESS PREVENTION SERVICES FOR
HOUSEHOLDS AT RISK OF BECOMING HOMELESS DUE TO TEMPORARY
FINANCIAL HARDSHIP

This Amendment, dated , 2008, is by and between Sonoma County Adult and Youth
Development (SCAYD), a non-profit corporation (hereinafter referred to as "SCAYD") and the
Community Development Commission of the City of Rohnert Park (hereinafter referred to as
"CDC").

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, CDC entered into an Agreement with SCAYD on May 13, 2003 to provide
Homeless Prevention Services to households at risk of becoming homeless (hereinafter referred
to as "Agreement™);

WHEREAS, CDC entered into Amendment No. 1 to the Agreement with SCAYD on
July 13, 2004, extending the initial term of the Agreement to June 30, 2005;

WHEREAS, CDC has approved four (4) subsequent amendments, most recently
Amendment No. Five on June 12, 2007;

WHEREAS, SCAYD is desirous of continuing to work on behalf of the CDC and the
City of Rohnert Park to provide a Rohnert Park Homeless Prevention Services Program
("Program™) offering grants for low-income families and individuals at risk of becoming
homeless due to temporary financial difficulties; financial management advice; counseling and
landlord/tenant advocacy or help locating alternative housing;

WHEREAS, all recipients of assistance meet federal income eligibility requirements as
determined by HUD, establishing their income level as low, very low or extremely low;

WHEREAS, SCAYD in its Program management capacity, has worked closely with
City staff to secure additional outside funding to support and expand the Program, obtaining
funding from other sources, such as HCA, the Community Foundation of Sonoma County, and
Sonoma County’s CDBG allocations, to help supplement funding for at risk family’s needs;

WHEREAS, CDC is desirous of continuing to work through SCAYD to provide a
Program for low-income families and individuals at risk of becoming homeless;

WHEREAS, the CDC will fund the Rohnert Park Homeless Prevention Program at the
FY 2007/08 funding level of $130,000.00;
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NOW, THEREFORE, CDC and SCAYD, for and in consideration of the mutual
promises contained herein, agree as follows:

1. Section 1. Section | of the Agreement, “Program,” is hereby deleted in its entirety and
replaced with the following: Funding Commitment. CDC shall make available the sum of one
hundred, thirty thousand dollars ($130,000) for the purpose of continuing the “Program.”

2. Section Il. Section Il of the Agreement, “Term,” is hereby deleted in its entirety
and replaced with the following: The term of this Agreement, as amended, shall begin on July 1,
2003 and shall terminate on the earliest of the following dates: (1) June 30, 2009; (2) the date of
the expenditure of the total grant or program income amount; or (3) upon termination pursuant to
Section V or VII of this Agreement.”

3. In Effect. All other sections of the Agreement shall remain in full force and
effect.

Agenda Title: FY 2008/09 Funding Request for the Rebuilding Together Rohnert Park-

Cotati Home Rehabilitation Program

Requested Commission Action: Approve Resolution authorizing funding in the amount of
$50,000 for the Rebuilding Together Rohnert Park-Cotati rehabilitation program (hereinafter
referred to as “Rebuilding Together”).

Summary: Rebuilding Together provides free health and safety repairs to the homes of low and
very-low income families with children, elderly and/or disabled homeowners so that they may
live in safety, comfort and independence. The Rebuilding Together program is identified in the
CDC’s Five Year Implementation Plan as a program which is consistent with California
Community Redevelopment Law and which will contribute to preserving the community’s
supply of affordable housing.

The CDC has provided assistance to Rebuilding Together since its establishment in 1999. The
FY 2007/08 contribution to Rebuilding Together was $50,000. To date, Rebuilding Together has
used the funds to provide rehabilitation assistance to twelve (12) homes in Rohnert Park utilizing
the services of dozens of volunteers who donated their time and skills. During the past 8 years,
Rebuilding Together has renovated two (2) Community Centers and more than 75 homes in
Rohnert Park.

Rebuilding Together’s goal for 2008/09 is to expand their presence in the community by
becoming a year round service organization and activating and implementing the following
programs;

Expanded Year Round Service Program

Energy Efficient Program

Hero’s at Home & Serving those that Serve Program
Youth Services Program

This past winter Rebuilding Together provided emergency home repairs that included four (4)
roofs, three (3) faulty furnaces, and numerous other repairs essential to preserving the health and
welfare of our residents. These repairs were all performed for seniors who reside in mobile
homes. This impacted Rebuilding Together’s budget and ability to assist the FY 2007/08 Home



Modification Program applicants. For that reason, Rebuilding Together is asking that we
provide an additional $10,000 for a year-round Emergency Services Program providing
immediate assistance to homeowners for items like leaking roofs, faulty or non-functioning
furnaces and pluming and electrical problems that can’t wait until their annual rebuild day. This
would bring the CDC’s total contribution for FY 2008/09 to $60,000.00 (see attached April 15,
2008 Letter of Request). Rebuilding Together augments CDC funding through additional
monetary and material donations and fundraisers.

The downturn in homebuilding activity, falling home prices, a rising inventory of homes, and
property reassessments have adversely impacted the Low and Moderate Housing Fund and the
capacity of the CDC to fund housing related programs and homeless prevention services. The
capacity to fund these programs will become especially problematic should the State opt to take
Redevelopment Funds to balance the State budget.

Staff recommends funding the Rebuilding Together Rohnert Park-Cotati Home Rehabilitation
Program at the FY 2007/08 funding level of $50,000 given the aforementioned budget
constraints.

A RESOLUTION OF THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF ROHNERT PARK (“CDC”) APPROVING FUNDING FOR REBUILDING
TOGETHER ROHNERT PARK-COTATI (“REBUILDING TOGETHER”) HOME
REHABILITATION SERVICES FOR LOW AND VERY LOW INCOME
HOMEOWNERS OF ROHNERT PARK

WHEREAS, the CDC has adopted Ordinance No. 01, establishing low and moderate
income housing funds;

WHEREAS, the CDC has 20% tax increment set-aside funds to provide funding for the
programs of the CDC;

WHEREAS, the CDC has identified the Rebuilding Together Program in its Five-Year
Implementation Plan as a program which is consistent with California Community
Redevelopment Law and which will contribute to improving the community’s supply of
affordable housing;

WHEREAS, Rebuilding Together provides free health and safety repairs to the homes of
low and very low income families with children, elderly and/or disabled homeowners
(“Rebuilding Together Program”);

WHEREAS, Rebuilding Together conducts two work days per year, one in April and one
in October;

WHEREAS, in the past eight years, Rebuilding Together has renovated two (2)
Community Centers and more than 75 homes in Rohnert Park;

WHEREAS, in FY 2007/08, Rebuilding Together assisted twelve (12) Home
Modification Program applicants;

WHEREAS, since its inception Rebuilding Together has expanded its services to
provide Year-Round Emergency Services to qualified households for emergency repairs that
mitigate serious threats to the City of Rohnert Park residents’ health, safety and welfare;

WHEREAS, in FY 2007/08, Rebuilding Together provided emergency home repairs that
included four (4) roofs and the replacement of three (3) faulty furnaces for Rohnert Park
residents;

WHEREAS, the provision of emergency home repairs to Rohnert Park residents
impacted Rebuilding Together’s budget and ability to assist FY 2007/08 Home Modification
Program applicants;

WHEREAS, the CDC has provided assistance to Rebuilding Together since its
establishment in 1999;



WHEREAS, Rebuilding Together augments CDC funding through additional monetary
and material donations and fundraisers.

WHEREAS, the FY 2007/08 contribution to Rebuilding Together was $50,000;

WHEREAS, Rebuilding Together requests consideration of a $60,000 contribution for
FY 2008/09;

WHEREAS, Rebuilding Together will set aside the additional $10,000 to be used
exclusively for year-round emergency services;

WHEREAS, the downturn in homebuilding activity, falling home prices, a rising
inventory of homes, and property reassessments have adversely impacted the Low and Moderate
Housing Fund and the capacity of the CDC to fund housing related programs and homeless
prevention services;

WHEREAS, the capacity to fund these programs will become especially problematic
should the State opt to take Redevelopment Funds to balance the State budget;

WHEREAS, the CDC is desirous of providing funds to Rebuilding Together for the
purpose of rehabilitating the homes of very low and low income households in Rohnert Park and
providing emergency repairs; and

WHEREAS, in consideration of the aforementioned budget constraints, the CDC has
determined to fund the Rebuilding Together Program in the amount of $50,000.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Community Development
Commission of the City of Rohnert Park that $50,000 is to be provided to Rebuilding Together
Rohnert Park-Cotati to support the provision of free health and safety repairs to qualified
applicants as well as emergency repairs that safeguard our residents’ health, safety and welfare.

The Board of Directors of Rebuilding Together Rohnert Park, Cotati (RTRPC) would like to
thank the City of Rohnert Park for its substantial support to our organization. Rohnert Parks’
invaluable support to Rebuilding Together Rohnert Park, Cotati since established in
November 1999 has impacted the lives of 133 plus low to very low-income homeowners.
Without your generous support these homeowners would not be living in warmth, safety and
remaining independent today!

Since inception in 1999, we have expanded our services to include a Year-Round Emergency
Services Program providing immediate assistance to homeowners for items like leaking roofs,
faulty or non functioning furnaces, plumbing and electrical problems that can’t wait until our
annual Rebuild Day. Our Home Modifications Program assists the elderly and physically
challenged homeowners by installing wheel chair ramps, grab bars, railings etc., in order for the
resident to “age in place” in the security and comfort of their own home.

We recently acquired donated office space, office furniture and equipment allowing us to open an
office out side of City Hall. Our new location is 6950 Commerce Bivd., Suite 5, Rohnert Park.
Our new space enhances our ability to provide training for volunteers, receive help with
fundraising and other programs, and allows a fixed place for monthly board meetings and
regularly scheduled committee meetings.

RTRPC’s goal for 2008-2009 is to expand our presence in the community by becoming a year
round service organization. We will do this by activating and implementing the following
modules currently being used successfully by other Rebuilding Affiliates throughout the United
States:

»  FExpanded Year Round Service Program to include additional repairs and rebuild days to
assist those homeowners with needs that cannot be completed in one day or one weekend.



Mr. Steve Donley
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= Energy Efficient Program — Recruit and train a special team of volunteers (enthusiastic
about saving energy) that will visit homes of applicants to access and install specific
energy efficiency measures. This program will fill the gaps that P G & E and Water
Smart don’t address. '

»  Hero's at Home & Serving those that Serve a program that serves to fill the gaps in
housing modifications and repair services to provide safe and accessible housing for
retired and active service men and women.

»  Youth Services Program — Work with the high schools and Sonoma State to recruit a
Youth Advisory Board 1o act as a steering committee for a Youth Program, making
decisions about program goals, direction, growth and the types of projects the group
undertakes. This group would serve as community ambassadors and the link between the
Rebuilding Board and the Youth Program.

This winter we provided emergency home repairs that included 4 roof repairs and the replacement
of 3 faulty furnaces (all in Rohnert Park) that impacted our budget and our ability to assist the
applicants we have received this year. In light of that, we would like to set up a separate $10,000
account to be used exclusively for emergency repairs and therefore request consideration of a
$60,000 contribution for FiscalYear 2008-2009 so that we may assist a greater number of
Rohnert Park residents.

Rebuilding Together makes every effort to be a responsible steward of the donations and
sponsorship funds placed in its trust. We are extremely grateful for the support that the City of
Rohnert Park continues to provide in helping to meet the needs of our elderly and physically
challenged low-income homeowners, allowing them to remain independent in the comfort and
safety of their own homes while also helping to preserve affordable housing.
